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Mariana Garcia is The Citadel’s all-time leader in goals scored, 
points and game-winning goals. She led the Bulldogs in scoring 
three of her four years, including her freshman season in 2010 
when she led the Southern Conference in goals scored.

Garcia’s name is all over The Citadel women’s soccer record 
book.

On Sept. 20, 2019, she will become the first women’s soccer 
player to be inducted into The Citadel Athletic Hall of Fame.

Garcia is the only women’s soccer player in program history, 
and was just the second in league history, to earn Southern 
Conference Freshman of the Year and SoCon Player of the Year 
honors in the same season (2010).

A three-time All-SoCon selection, Garcia was a four-time member 
of the SoCon Honor Roll, two-time selection to the SoCon 
All-Academic Team and a two-time recipient of the Southern 
Conference Commissioner’s Medal.

When she graduated Magna Cum Laude with a degree in biology 
and a minor in Spanish in May of 2014, she did so as one of 
the winningest players in program history, having been a part of 
27 victories, including a program-best 12 during her freshman 
season in 2010.

She scored at least one goal in 30 games, including six contests 
where she netted multiple goals.

During her four years at The Citadel, Garcia started all 65 games 
she played in, logging 213 shots, 114 shots on goal, 37 career 

goals, five assists, 79 points and 14 game-winning scores. Her 37 
goals scored are tied for 12th in SoCon history.

Over her four seasons, Garcia tallied two of the top five goal-
scoring campaigns. Her 14 goals during the 2012 season rank 
second all-time, while her 10 goals during the 2010 season are 
fifth most all-time.

She set the program record for career goals, points  and shots 
on goals as a junior in 2012, and added to her tallies as a senior 
in 2013. She also closed out her junior campaign 11th in NCAA 
Division I with .778 goals per game and tied for 33rd in the nation 
with a 1.56 points per game average.

As a sophomore in 2011, she posted four game-winning goals 
to lead the conference and move her into first place in program 
history. Following the season, Garcia was invited to attend 
training camp and try out for the Colombian Women’s National 
team as they prepared for the 2011 FIFA Women’s World Cup in 
Germany.

Following her freshman season, Garcia was recognized by 
TopDrawerSoccer.com with a Top-20 ranking among the SoCon, 
going as high as No. 2 and earned a ranking of No. 100 of 
Women’s College Soccer Freshman Top 100 Players to Watch. 
She was named to the NSCAA/Performance Subaru NCAA 
Division I Women All-Southeast Region Second Team and was 
also tabbed to the 2010 Soccer America Freshman Second Team.

GARCIA BECOMES FIRST WOMEN’S SOCCER PLAYER TO BE
INDUCTED INTO CITADEL ATHLETIC HALL OF FAME
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U.S. ARMED FORCSE TEAM - MONTANA HINSON

Last year, Montana Hinson had her dream of playing 
for a national team derailed just before it became a 
reality.

While training to make the 2018 United States 
(U.S.) Women’s Armed Forces Soccer team, Hinson 
suffered an ACL injury. The former Bulldog was 
working hard to earn one of 21 playing spots on the 
team that went on to compete in the 2018 World 
Military Women’s Football Championship in Fort Bliss, 
Texas.

Despite the injury, Hinson remained with the team 
as the International Military Sports Council (CISM) 
representative and manager with the hopes of 
bouncing back from the injury to earn a playing 
position for the 2019 tournament.

Fast forward to today, May 3, 2019.

It was announced that Hinson, a 2017 graduate 
of The Citadel and four-year letterwinner with the 
Bulldogs’ women’s soccer team (2013-16), made 
the cut for the 21-person squad this year. Of the 
80 applicants, 40 were chosen to attend the team’s 
training camp in San Antonio, Texas, including 15 
returners.

“Montana has bounced back from a serious injury 
and made the squad for the second time,” said head 
Citadel soccer coach Ciaran Traquair. “She has 
always met every challenge head on and showed a 
high level of commitment to the sport. I am excited to 
watch her compete again and see her represent our 
program at the highest level. We will be cheering her 
on from Charleston.”

The 2019 team will travel to Wuhan, China for the 
2019 Military World Games, Oct. 18-28. The squad 
will be competing in Group A against host China, 
South Korea and Germany.

Hinson was a midfielder/defender for the Bulldogs 
from 2013-16, playing in a school-record 76 games, 
including 62 starts.

After graduating from The Citadel in May of 2017, she 
joined the United States Air Force and is currently 
an acquisition officer serving as a program manager 
on Global Aircrew Strategic Network Terminal. The 
program provides strategic command, control and 
communications to Air Force wing command posts, 
Air Force nuclear task forces, munition support 
squadrons and mobile support teams.
